Regarding the calculation of grades for unexcused absence and tardiness to school, deductions are applied based on
the number of occurrences. Here are how grades are deducted:
» Unexcused Absence:

e Number of occurrences 1, 2, 3: Verbal warning to the student.

e Number of occurrences 4 to 6: Deduct 4 points with warning letter.

e Number of occurrences 7 to 10: Deduct 8 points with warning letter. Referral the behavior committee for case

follow-up.
e Number of occurrences 11 to 14: Deduct 12 points with warning letter. Follow-up meeting with the parent/guardian
and implementation of a support plan.

e Number of occurrences +15: Recommendation for temporary suspension or transfer.
» Tardiness to School and Classes:
Number of occurrences 2, 3, 4: A verbal warning will be issued along with a text message to parents.
Number of occurrences 5 to 10: Deduct 4 points with warning letter.
Number of occurrences 11 to 15: Deduct 6 points with warning letter.
Number of occurrences 16 to 20: Deduct 8 points with warning letter.
Number of occurrences +21: Deduct 10 points with warning letter.
